	SECTION 3

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

	These Terms and Conditions form an integral part of the Application for a Certificate of Registration of a Contractor mandated by a Permit Holder for the Purpose of Performing a Construction Project Over Umiujaq Category I land.

	1.
	Anniturvik Landholding Corporation  (hereafter the Landholding Corporation) is the owner of Umiujaq Category I land.



	2.
	Pursuant to the Act Respecting the Land Regime in the James Bay and Northern Québec Territories (R.S.Q. c. R‑13.1), the Landholding Corporation may grant usage and occupation rights within Umiujaq Category I land.



	3.
	A Certificate of Registration of a Contractor mandated by a Permit Holder for the Purpose of Performing a Construction Project Over Umiujaq Category I land (hereafter "Certificate of Registration of a Contractor") is:

1)
a formal registration at the headquarters of the Landholding Corporation of  the Applicant to whom a construction project has been awarded to by a Permit Holder.



	4.
	The Application for a Certificate of Registration of a Contractor mandated by a Permit Holder for the Purpose of Performing a Construction Project Over Umiujaq Category I land (hereafter "Application for a Certificate of Registration of a Contractor") must be completed and sent by the Applicant to the Landholding Corporation at the latest Thirty (30) days before the use and occupation of any parcel of Umiujaq Category I land. 



	5.
	A late administrative fee of $300.00 shall be required for all Application for a Certificate of Registration of a Contractor that are not submitted in the delay provided for in the above paragraph.



	6.
	No use and occupation of Umiujaq Category I land for construction work is allowed unless all required Landholding Corporation's Permits and/or required formal Authorizations are issued to the Applicant.  

Applying for a Certificate of Registration of a Contractor does not grant the right to use and occupy Umiujaq Category I land and begin any new development project construction work over Umiujaq Category I Land.  

Upon reception, the Application for a Certificate of Registration of a Contractor shall be reviewed, and the Landholding Corporation will decide whether to issue a Certificate of Registration of a Contractor to the Applicant, in which case all the terms and conditions contained in the present Application for a Certificate of Registration of a Contractor are to be respected by the Applicant.



	7.
	In the event that the Applicant would need additional pieces of Category I land for the present project or for any other project it may have in Umiujaq, other than the parcel(s) of land already identified and allocated to the Permit Holder, it must obtain prior to the use of said additional pieces of land a formal authorization in writing from the Landholding Corporation.



	8.
	Construction trailers and/or campers and/or construction materials are prohibited on residential family lots.




	9.
	No blasting activities is allowed within Umiujaq Category I land unless a duly issued Permit to Conduct Blasting Activities over Umiujaq Category I land is obtained.



	10.
	Non-beneficiaries employed by the Applicant and/or its sub-contractors, who wish to hunt and/or fish on Umiujaq Categories I and II Lands must first obtain the proper provincial or federal permits and licenses before requesting formal authorization from the Landholding Corporation.



	11.
	Any violation by non-beneficiaries of the provincial and federal regulations and of the Landholding  Corporations' hunting and fishing rules shall be referred to the FAPAQ, to the Hunting, Fishing and Trapping Coordinating Committee and to the LHC for appropriate action, recommendation and sanction.



	12.
	Should the Applicant whose services are retained by a Permit Holder owe money to the LHC for past construction activities, all Permits shall also be withhold until such time all arrears be reimbursed to the LHC.  Notwithstanding, all interested parties may enter into an agreement where the Permit Holder will withhold payment to the Applicant for an amount equivalent to the arrears owed to the LHC while affecting direct payments to the LHC on behalf of the Applicant, under which premises a Permit is to be issued. 



	13.
	Clean Maintenance of the Sites

At all time during the performance of the construction Project and at the termination of the Project, the Applicant shall assure itself to always keep Umiujaq Category I land, including the quarry and gravel pits, the construction sites and the location of its construction camp, in proper condition without holes that may create water accumulation.



	14.
	The Applicant shall in all respects conform to all lawful rules, regulations and by-laws and to all regulations of police, department of health and municipalities and other governing or public authorities in any manner affecting Umiujaq Category I land.



	15.
	The Applicant shall at all times indemnify and save harmless the Landholding Corporation from and against all claims and demands, loss, cost, damages, actions, suits or other proceedings by whomsoever made, brought or prosecuted in any manner based upon, occasioned by or attributable to the execution of these presents, or any action taken or things done or maintained by virtue hereof, or the exercise in any manner of rights arising hereunder, except claims for damages resulting from the negligence of officers or servants of the Landholding Corporation while acting within the scope of their professional duties or employment.
