	SECTION 3

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

	These Terms and Conditions form integral part of the Application for Permit to Install a Fence over Ivujivik Category I Land

	1.
	Nuvummi Landholding Corporation  (hereafter the LHC) is the owner of Ivujivik Category I land.



	2.
	Pursuant to the Act Respecting the Land Regime in the James Bay and Northern Québec Territories (R.S.Q. c. R‑13.1), the LHC may grant usage and occupation rights within Ivujivik Category I land.



	3.
	A Permit to Install a Fence over Ivujivik Category I Land (hereafter "Permit to Install a Fence") is:

1)
a formal written identification to the Applicant of the site located on Ivujivik Category I land for the purpose of installing a fence; and

2)
a formal written authorization from the LHC to install a fence over said duly identified site located over  Ivujivik Category I Land; and

3)
a formal  written authorization from the LHC to use and occupy one piece of Ivujivik Category I land for the purposes of installing the fence and storing all related construction equipment and/or material necessary to complete the fence.



	4.
	The Application for Permit to Install a Fence must be completed and sent by the Applicant to the LHC at the latest Sixty (60) days before the construction project shall be performed. 



	5.
	A late administrative fee of $500.00 shall be required for all Application for Permit to Install a Fence that are not submitted in the delay provided for in the above paragraph.



	6.
	The fee for the Application for Permit to Install a Fence is established at  $300.00 Application and are payable to the LHC.



	7.
	No use and occupation of Ivujivik Category I land for development construction work is allowed unless all required LHC's Permits and/or required formal Authorizations are issued to the Applicant.  

Applying for a Permit to Install a Fence does not grant the right to use and occupy Ivujivik Category I land and begin any Project construction work over Ivujivik Category I Land..

Upon reception, the Application for Permit to Install a Fence shall be reviewed, and the LHC will decide whether to issue a Permit to Install a Fence to the Applicant under the same terms and conditions as listed at the present Section.



	8.
	Non authorized use and occupation of Ivujivik Category I land for the purpose of the herein contemplated development project, i-e prior to the issuance of a Permit to Install a Fence and/or any other formal written authorizations by the LHC is subject to a daily rate of Three Hundred Fifty Dollars ($350.00) from the date of non authorized use and occupation of the Ivujivik land, until it be regularized with the issuance of the Permit to Install a Fence by the LHC and/or depending on the circumstances and at the discretion of the LHC, the construction site is closed and/or to have the site is vacated.

The LHC may, at its discretion and depending on the circumstances that led to the unauthorized use and occupation of land, negotiate with the Applicant for a different daily rate or a lump sum that would apply for the duration of the unauthorized occupation.  Such is to be made official via a duly adopted resolution issued by the Board of Directors of the LHC to be communicated to the Applicant.



	9.
	The Permit to Install a Fence to be issued by the LHC is conditional to the fact that no money be due to the LHC for the past construction years for development projects promoted and/or constructed by the Applicant.

Should a contractor whose services are retained by the Applicant owe money to the LHC for past construction activities, the Permit to Install a Fence shall also be withhold until such time all arrears be reimbursed to the LHC.  Notwithstanding, all interested parties may enter into an agreement where the Applicant will withhold payment to the contractor for an amount equivalent to the arrears owed to the LHC while affecting direct payments to the LHC on behalf of the Contractor, under which premises a Permit to Install a Fence is to be issued. 



	10
	Short Term Construction Rental of Category I lands

Upon reception of a Permit to Install a Fence, the Applicant shall be authorized to use and occupy the following pieces of Ivujivik Category I Land:

a)
The piece(s) of land duly identified and allocated to the Applicant by the LHC by the issuance of a Permit to Install a Fence issued to the Applicant, and upon which shall be located the equipment, the containers and/or the construction material necessary for the performance of installing a fence over said piece of land, the whole as shall be identified on an extract of plan attached to the Permit to Install a Fence;

b)
A piece of land adjacent to the Community's municipal quarry and/or gravel pit in order to extract the natural granular material required for installing a fence;


(hereafter the "Premises")



	11
	The lot over which shall be performed the installation of the fence shall be taken by the Applicant in its actual condition and all land preparation in view of the construction project will be at the Applicant's cost, including official land survey prior to the construction;



	12
	Mandatory Official Land Survey

As soon as possible, prior and/or after the installation of the fence is completed, but no later than one year after the installation of the fence is completed, all official land survey data of the site over which a fence is installed, shall be sent for registration to the following addresses:

	Term of the Permit to Install a Fence

The term of the Permit to Install a Fence shall be for the period commencing on the day that the construction material and/or equipment occupies the Premises, and/or the day the sealift has arrived in the Community and discharged the construction material within Ivujivik Category I Land, and terminating upon reception of a Notice of Termination of a Development Project Over Ivujivik Category I land from the Applicant to the LHC following the departure of the equipment and the materials needed for the construction project, from the Premises allocated and/or within any other piece of Ivujivik Category I Land not specifically allocated. 


	14
	Conditional that the Applicant transmits to the LHC the Notice of Termination hereinabove mentioned, in the event that the contractor(s) to whom the construction project has been awarded to by the Applicant would need additional piece(s) of Category I land at the termination of the Project or for any other project it may have in Ivujivik, the contractor(s) must obtain prior to the use of any additional pieces of land a formal authorization in writing from the LHC, and the Applicant shall not be held responsible by the LHC for such new request for additional piece(s) of Category I land made by the contractor(s).



	15
	Rental for the use of rights and occupation over the Premises

For the duration of the installation of the projected fence and specifically for the need of the fence installation, the Applicant shall pay to the LHC, the following construction rates:

	A monthly invoice shall be issued by the LHC to the Applicant for use and occupation of Ivujivik Category I land for as long as the LHC will not be informed by the Applicant that the installation of the fence is terminated and the Premises sites and/or any other piece(s) of Ivujivik Category I land vacated.



	17
	In the event the Applicant omits to formally inform the LHC of the date of termination of the  installation of the fence and vacation of the Premises and/or any other piece of the Community's Category I land, and as a consequence, invoice(s) have been issued by the LHC, the LHC shall have the right to invoice the Applicant an administration fee for the preparation and issuance of invoice(s), and clerical adjustment to the account of the Applicant.



	18
	Extraction of Natural Granular

Pursuant to section 145 of the Act Respecting the Land Regime in the James Bay and New Quebec Territories (R.S.Q. c. R‑13.1), no minerals or mineral or other subsurface rights may be obtained, extracted, mined or exercised from or with respect to any Category I lands without the consent of the interested LHC and without payment of compensation agreed upon for the use of rights over such lands.



	
	For the duration of the installation of the fence and specifically for the need of the installation of the fence, the Applicant shall pay to the LHC, for use and occupation of the Premises for the purposes of extraction of natural granular, a compensation calculated per metric ton as follows:

	All quantities of natural granular extracted from the Premises shall be transmitted by the Applicant to the LHC, on the first day of each month, for the purpose of invoicing directly the Applicant.

	Arrears shall bear interest at the rate of 2% per month, on all outstanding amounts.



	21
	In the event that no industrial scale is available in the community, each truck load of granular material extracted from the gravel pit by the Applicant, and/or representatives, assigns and employees is calculated to contain the following metric tons per truck load, even when the truck is not loaded to full capacity:

10-wheeler:
18 metric tons

12-wheeler:
21 metric tons

Semi-trailer:
25 metric tons


One bucket:
4 metric tons

	The Applicant shall pay the invoices produced by the LHC within thirty (30) days from their reception by the Applicant.



	23
	At the termination of the Project, the Applicant will transmit to the LHC a written confirmation attesting of the exact quantity of natural gravel extracted for the purpose of the Project and if necessary, will make adjustments into the payment of the compensation accordingly.




	24
	No blasting activities is allowed within Ivujivik Category I land prior consultation with the Nuvummi LHC and prior obtaining a formal Permit to Conduct Blasting Activities over Ivujivik Category I Land issued by the LHC to the Applicant.

Moreover, no Permit to Conduct Blasting Activities over Ivujivik Category I Land shall be issued by the LHC unless the Applicant obtains all required permits and/or formal authorizations from the various governmental authorities.  



	25
	Clean Maintenance of the Premises

At all time during the performance of the installation of the fence and at its completion, the Applicant shall assure itself to always keep the quarry and gravel pits and all sites of its installation project in proper condition without holes that may create water accumulation.



	26
	At all time during the performance of the installation project and at its completion, construction trailers and/or campers and/or construction materials are prohibited on residential family lots.



	27
	In the event no official land survey data has been received after one (1) year pursuant to the completion of the installation project, either for community purposes (public services) or any other purposes (non public services), an annual administrative fee of $500.00 shall be issued to the Applicant by the LHC until the reception of the official land survey data.



	28
	Contractor's Registration

The Applicant must assure itself that the contractor to whom the Project shall be awarded to by the Applicant shall be registered with the LHC and obtain from the LHC a Certificate of Registration for the performance of a new development project.



	31.
	General Provisions

In the event the Applicant is in default of any of the Terms and Conditions, LHC reserves the right to refuse the Applicant usage and occupation to the Premises.



	32.
	In the event that the Applicant would need additional pieces of Category I land for the present project or for any other project it may have in Ivujivik, it must obtain prior to the use of said additional pieces of land a formal authorization in writing from the LHC.



	33.
	The Applicant shall in all respects conform to all lawful rules, regulations and by-laws and to all regulations of police, department of health and municipalities and other governing or public authorities in any manner affecting the Premises.



	34.
	The Applicant shall at all times indemnify and save harmless the LHC from and against all claims and demands, loss, cost, damages, actions, suits or other proceedings by whomsoever made, brought or prosecuted in any manner based upon, occasioned by or attributable to the execution of these presents, or any action taken or things done or maintained by virtue hereof, or the exercise in any manner of rights arising hereunder, except claims for damages resulting from the negligence of officers or servants of the LHC while acting within the scope of their professional duties or employment.



	35.
	All the Terms and Conditions contained in the present Application for Permit to Install a Fence shall be interpreted and governed according to the laws of the Province of Quebec.



	36.
	The present Application for Permit to Install a Fence may be executed by facsimile or such other similar device and in as many counterparts as are necessary and shall be binding on each party when each party hereto has signed and delivered one such counterpart to the other. 



	37.
	The Applicant understands and agrees that the Terms and Conditions contained in the present Application for Permit to Install a Fence will apply as fully as if contained in a separate agreement signed between the Applicant and the LHC.



	38.
	The Applicant understands and agrees that its obligations under this Application for Permit to Install a Fence are not assignable or transferable by the Applicant.
